· The MOU has been signed by JCU and Ergon Energy, and is going to the TCC Environment & Sustainability Committee meeting then full Council meeting this month for approval. 
· Still waiting on Project Services to sign.
· A press release has been drafted and will go out when all parties have signed. 

· cetd funding plan / model
· A list of funding opportunities have been identified, but not many are relevant for the CETD, except maybe Caring for Country. Other opportunities may arise in the Innovation area. 

· Funds cannot be applied for without a body to auspice an application, so they would either need to be applied for on a project by project basis (eg: Council apply for its cluster project), or when the CETD becomes an organisation/is hosted by one. 
· TCC is happy to continue to provide the secretariat function for the CETD in the meantime, but would like for another partner (potentially MOU partner) to Chair meetings. To be discussed at the next meeting
· wiki 
· A working group meeting was held at Zingspace for the Wiki on the 11th of March. The group worked out a number of practical details of the Wiki, and drafted a report (Faith to distribute)
· It was agreed to populate the Wiki somewhat initially so that when the prospectus goes out to funding partners, it is demonstrable. 

· Council offered to organise for $5K to be raised to complete this initial coordination work asap. It was suggested that $1K be sought from 5 current CETD members, with banner advertising for first 12months as incentive.
· It was agreed that a long-term project plan for the Wiki needs to be completed, so it maintains momentum. 

· sustainable remote communities clustering workshop
· Tony Ireland Stadium at Riverway has been booked for 9am – 3pm on WED 27th May. 

· The plan is to conduct an initial workshop with senior bureaucrats and policy makers to identify the issues, impediments, opportunities and potential actions for this agenda. A larger workshop could then be organised later in the year for businesses with regard to clustering for specific opportunities in remote communities.

· green building star rating 
· A small group met on the 25th March to discuss concerns around appropriateness of energy efficiency compliance models for building in Australia for the tropics. It was agreed that we need to gather some initial evidence to determine whether in fact the model is inappropriate or not. Jo Prego will use the model to test whether two similar size houses in Townsville, with different aspects of which we have some concern with (eg: one made of timber and raised off the ground vs. brick on a slab) rate differently. A recommendation on a way to proceed will follow.
